Arts and Artists role in the Past

In the book OThe Transformation of the
Avant-Garde" a uthor Diane Crane documents
the transformation of the New York art world
between 1940 and 1985. She writes:

OVarious explanations for the allocations of
government and corporate funds to arts during
this period (mid 600s) have been proposed.
Ronald Berman - chairman of the National
Endowment of Humanities sister to the
National Endowment of the Arts- (1979)
reports that the arts were perceived by
government bureaucrats at the federal and
state levels as 'socially useful', as beneficial for
the electorate, like religion and education. In
congressional debates, the social functions
attributed to the arts were myriad. (Berman,
1979): art displaced adolescent violence and
anomie, encouraged craftsmanship,
discouraged crime, and offered new
opportunities for employment. Art was an
alternative to drug addiction, an auxiliary to
prison rehabilitation, and a solution to the
problems of old age. Exposure to art might
relieve inner-city tensions and possibly
improve the tone of the adversary culture.

OEdward C. Banfield political scientist (1984)
also list a wide range of benefits that
proponents of government legislation attributed
to government support of the arts, including
promotion of international understanding and
peace, an increase in the nation's prestige and
general welfare, and increased opportunities
for the poor to participate in artistic activities.

Together with her husband, she authored and sold Othe Complée Visual Arts EducationO, an arts
curriculum for students from Kindergarten through High School.

Misdiagnosed Problems in School

k Were you told that your childOs problems are behavioral, emtional or disciplinary?

k Are you the at-home parent who sees your child having difficulty at school every day?

k Are you at your wits end, thinking that psychiatric drugs are the only real OhelpO for you
and/or your child?

Perhaps you may benefit from reading ONickOs
StoryO! Nick was doomed for failure.  He was
on every psychiatric drug someone could stuff
down his throat. Without custody of his son, the
dad was left with no options, nothing he could do
to save his boy! Diagnosed with Stress Anxiety
Disorder, Clinical Depression, thoughts of suicide,
TouretteOs Syndrome and ADHD, the doctor
wanted to start putting Nick on Prozac, Zoloft,
Ritalin, Dexatrine, and Klonopin. NickOs dad was
certain that the doctor was the one who needed
help. No way was he ever going to agree to put
his son on these drugs.

Unfortunately, his dad did not have full custody and there was very little that he could do to prevent his son
from being on these drugs. When NickOs dad saw him again, morits after being on the drugs, his son got
out of the car, all dressed in black, his nails were black, his hair was blue-black and his face was so pale
white. His eyes were dark and he even had eyeliner around them. Nick was suspended every 3 days, he

had OFOsO in every class. OTheyO said the drugs were helgpimg KickOs dad hired a lawyer, got custody of

his son and went to find him. He was living in a place not suited for any living being, left Ocold turkeyO off
the drugs. He couldnOt even remember his address and phone nmber. The dad promised his son to help
him through his schooling, even if it meant the dad would come to class with him and sit right by his side.

Many months later, this young boy had achieved a success that he and his dad could never have dreamed

of. Nick was awarded with a certificate from the principal of the school which says OTop DogO, presented for

outstanding attitude, character and/or making a genuine change for the better and exemplifying the best
traits of a student at his school. This was signed by his teacher and the school Principal. This year, as
Nick turns 17, he has been moved to the Honors class for his brilliance as a student!

This is one child out of millions who were diagnosed
as having learning and behavioral disorders, who
could perform well, when safely off the drugs.
Millions of dollars are given in federal funding to our
schools every year to pay for the education of
disabled children. While the law which brought this
about, called Individuals Disabilities Education Act
(IDEA) was originally intended to help ensure equal
education of the physically handicapped, today more
than 50% of those children who have been labeled
as OdisabledO are because of so-called Olearning
disabilitiesO. According to psychiatry, learning
disabilities come in many forms, but for the most part
these problems are categorized as behavioral,
emotional or other health impairments, the vast
majority being a condition called Attention Deficit
Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD), or depression or
some other psychiatric label. ADHD is a so-called
disorder which has been on an epidemic increase
since 1990, after it was created and voted into
existence by American psychiatrists and after the
federal government agreed to classify it as a
disability under IDEA.

Nick safely OFF Psychiatric Drugs

It means that the child is more active and his attention is more dispersed than other children in the
classroom. All of the psychiatric labels are determined by subjective criteria. There is no objective,
scientific method of determining if a child has one of these so-called OdisordersO. There is no brain scan,
chemical imbalance test, blood test, x-ray or other scientific method of determining the condition. It is only
based on the opinion of a psychologist, psychiatrist or other medical practitioner. Ask yourself, if you have
been told your child has a learning disability, were you shown an actual medical evidenced-based test that
shows your child has a learning disability? Was your child diagnosed and labeled after you or your child
answered a series of questions that were all subjective?

OLearning disabilities involve subjective diagnosis, nobbjective medical diagnosis. There is no definitive
physically-based definition of learning disability. (ORae and Disability: Racial Bias in Arizona Special
EducationO, by Mathew Ladner, Goldwater Institute Policy Rport #178, March 31, 2003) ONo consistent
structural, functional, or chemical neurological marker is found in children with ADHD diagnosis as currently
formulated®. (Attention Deficity Hyperactivity DisorderState of the Science-Best Practices, Peter S.
Jensen and James R. Cooper, Eds, Civic Research Institute, Kingston, N.J. 2000, p3-7) Millions of children
are put on schedule Il, psychiatric drugs, all throughout the nation. Leading newspapers across the globe
are bringing psychiatry and their methods into question.

Take a look at OAustinOs storyO and see if you donOt recognize some of the false concepts
that are being perpetuated by psychiatry as it infiltrates o ur schools.

Austin was only 6 years old  when his mother heard, for the first time, that what she regarded as positive

qualities, about her son, were in fact, looked upon as Olearing problemsO by his teacher. Austin was in the

first grade, he was actually tested, within the school and found to be OgiftedO. He had a very high 1Q, was
very active, interested in learning and had a great imagination. However, the school system did not think
of these traits as positive. By the time he was in third grade, they described him as disruptive, annoying,
unfocused, and non conforming. They focused a lot on quantity of work instead of quality of work. His
mom was concerned and thought perhaps she should follow the advice of the school administrators and
have him retested.

Austin was brought to a psychologist for more testing and was promptly labeled as having Attention Deficit
Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD), Oppositional Defiance Disorder (ODD) and Specific Learning Disability
(SLD). He was prescribed Adderall. Meanwhile his mom had concerns about this psychiatric drug,
queried the psychiatrist about the side effects and all she was told was Othat he needed itO. Austin began
to lose sleep, lose weight and started to have strange thoughts. He kept telling his mom that he heard
swear words in his head. When AustinOs mom brought this concen to the psychiatrist, he only increased
the dosage. Just after that he was sitting at the computer one evening and said OLook Mom my heart you
can see it beatingO. AustinOs mom pulled up his shirt and he wsaall ribs, he had lost about 12 pounds and
his heart was pounding like he had been running in a marathon. He was sitting still!

AustinOs mom started to research alternative ways to deal wih what her son might need. She decided Ono
more psychiatric drugsO for her son. She discovered, in her esearch, that some children develop
cardiovascular problems, some children even die from these drugs. They went to see a homeopathic
doctor and an acupuncturist. At this point he was experiencing severe withdrawal from Adderall. He was
having anxiety attacks and the doctors helped him to handle this with homeopathy and acupuncture

He was put on some herbal supplements. The family changed a lot of things in his diet. All of this didnOt
happen overnight. It wasnOt a quick fix. Austin is now doing etremely well! His mom makes sure to get
very involved in his education, visits the school, talks with the teacher. He is now in sixth grade and is a
Honor roll student. He swims on a swim team which is great exercise for not only his body, but for his
overall well-being.

He is healthy and most of all happy and he enjoys
his life. This is what his mom has to say.

Ol am so glad that we have taken the time to let
our son know that we believe in him. EVERY
CHILD is an individual that deserves respect.
EVERY parent out there needs to be informed
about the risks and side effects of these
potentially fatal drugs, that they are prescribing to
our children. We have to protect the children, for
they are our futureO.

There are many opinions on this subject and you,
as the parent, deserve to be fully and factually
informed so that you can make the best decision
for your child and for yourself. The history of O
informed consentO within the context of physician-
patient relationship goes far back into England, as
early as 1767.

Austin safely OFF Psychiatric Drugs

Doctors were charged with an unintentional violation of patientsO rights, usually due to negligence, if they
had not gained the consent of their patients prior to performing a surgery or procedure (e.g., Slater v.
Baker and Stapleton).

However, requiring the patientOs consent was only half of wht a doctor needed to do to ensure the
patientOs rights. The other half involved the patientOs reipt of sufficient information upon which to make
a sound decision. Thus, the concept of Oinformed consentO veadeveloped on the premise of two distinct
components: a personOs inherent right to determine what hapens to his or her body and a doctorOs
inherent duty to provide a person with enough information so as to ensure that the patientOs ultimate
decision is based on an adequate knowledge of his/her condition, the available options for treatment,
known risks, prognoses, etc. The duty to fully inform the patient rests with the treating doctor.

In 1990 the Federal Government enacted the Patient Self-Determination Act. This guaranteed an O
individualOs right under State law to make decisions concating such medical care, including the right to
accept or refuse medical or surgical treatment and the right to formulate advance directives (defined as a
written instruction, such as a living will or durable power of attorney for health care) and relating to the
provision of such care when the individual is incapacitated. This law applies only to adults. The current,
Florida Statute on Informed Consent (Statue 766.103, Florida Medical Consent Law) requires that the
medical practitioner obtain consent in a manner that is Oin acordance with an accepted standard of
medical practice among members of the medical profession with similar training and experience in the
same or similar medical community.O This, essentially delieates that a medical practitionerOs consent is
judged by his peers. In addition the informed consent would need to ensure that the patient or patientOs
guardian/parents would Ohave a general understanding of te procedure, the medically acceptable
alternative procedures or treatments, and the substantial risks and hazards inherent in the proposed
treatment or procedures, which are recognized among other physiciansO.

Citizens Commission on Human Rights of Florida is a non-profit watchdog organization that works side by
side with many like-minded groups and individuals, to give the public factual information on the subject of
mental health. There are many non-profit organizations that have formed just to help educate parents
and individuals about their right to be fully informed. There are ministers, doctors, parents and more, who
are working hard to get the word out about the harmful effects of psychiatric drugs, the lack of science
and evidenced based medicine behind psychiatry and the valid alternatives to psychiatric drugs.

Take a look at one more story, of a young boy,
who was stuck on the mental health roller coaster
for more than 5 years. Steven was a very active
boy, full of energy and interest. He was
continuously being called down to the
administratorOs office at school and put in time out
during his kindergarten year. The school called in
their psychologist, who promptly determined that
he had ADHD. They suggested that StevenOs
father take him to another psychologist to have
him evaluated, so he did. The second
psychologist determined he was ADHD and
tagged him with Oppositional Defiance Disorder,
so he referred StevenOs father to a psychiatrist in
order to get a prescription for psychiatric drugs.
StevenOs dad was not thrilled about putting him on
psychiatric drugs, but went along with the
recommendation anyway. Steven was started on
Adderall twice a day, yet he was still very active
because it started wearing off in the afternoon at

which point Steven would become ill tempered due to the withdrawal from the drug. Within two months
of starting school, school officials decided to place him in another school that had a behavioral
education class. The psychiatrist changed the prescription from Adderall to generic Ritalin, then to
name brand Ritalin twice a day. Steven had a rough first year of kindergarten and his father decided to
have him repeat kindergarten for a second year.

The behavioral education class was a mixed age group of children. Steven, being kindergarten age and
the other 5 kids ranged from third to fifth grade. The fifth grade boy cursed about all the time, StevenOs
father disapproved of this, but had no choice. The second time through kindergarten they said Steven
had improved and he, finally entered first grade in a regular class. Steven moved through first, second
and into third grade, continuing to have OproblemsO with theeachers. In the third grade the psychiatrist
switched the drug to Concerta and Strattera.

Things kept escalating into one problem after another. No matter what drug Steven was on, the
teachers were still complaining about him. The dad decided to take him safely off all psychiatric drugs
(with the help of a Medical Doctor). By the end of the year they filed two charges against him for
defending himself. They started to pile up charges against him for things such as kicking the Resource
Officer or spitting on his shoe. Steven was a young boy and his education was one forceful situation
after another, all through fifth grade. Because of these charges, the Court ordered a psychological
evaluation to be done. During that time the psychiatric put him on Concerta and also put him on Abilify.
Going back to court for his sentencing after the evaluation at the beginning of the fifth grade school year
he was put on twelve months probation. This type of situation continued for a while longer, then the
dad decided to take Steven out of school and started having him home schooled. He was once again,
safely removed from the psychiatric drugs and is now enjoying his education. He is being given a
chance to understand that education does not mean OMental HalthO.

To Vaccinate or not To Vaccinate - Part IV
by Valerie J.

Do you think history could repeat itself? A mistake made by the Roman physician, Galen,
that the anatomy of man and apes was identical became the authoritative medical belief that
stalled medical progress for the next 1500. Not even the fall of the Roman Empire or the
nightmare centuries of the Dark Ages, nor the few brave physicians who dared challenge
Galen's erroneous theory could break this stranglehold on medical progress.

Thus Hippocrates, the great Greek physician's healing practices of careful observation of the
patient, and the benefits of the Roman sanitation and public health system were neglected
then forgotten. History was replayed as millions of people died from diseases caused by the
filth they lived in. Blind faith in Galen's theory robbed physicians of any workable solutions
and they turned to magic and superstition.

And once again ignorance led to
devastating plagues, this time wiping out
one third of the population of Europe.
Paracelsus, in the fourteenth century
reintroduced the ancient Egyptian use of
arsenic and mercury; a deadly mistake
that has continued right into present
time and now used as a preservative in
vaccines.

By the fourteenth century the famous

explorer, Captain James Cook, never

lost a crewmember from the dreaded

killer disease scurvy, proving that disease could be controlled by sound nutrition and
sanitation. Yet seventy years later Dr. Edward Jenner's introduction of a cowpox vaccination
(made from cow's pus) was hailed as the greatest eighteenth century breakthrough in
preventative medicine. When the British government passed the first compulsory vaccination
law in 1865, the smallpox death rate from Jenner's invention was far greater than the
numbers saved. In 1872 another smallpox epidemic killed 44,840 people - most of whom
were vaccinated. But sanity finally prevailed when city officials saw the light and attended to
sanitation and isolation and ceased giving vaccinations.

You would think then, that in these enlightened times, the tragedy of enforced vaccination
would never be repeated, but take a look at what has just happened in Maryland. The state's
attorney has issued summons to more than 1,600 parents of children who have not provided
certificates of immunization for their children. These parents were told to appear in court on
Saturday, and either subject their children to on-the-spot, state-mandated vaccines of up to
17 vaccine doses or face imprisonment - up t010 days in jail - or a $50.00 fine for every day
their child is out of compliance.

In a scene reminiscent of cattle round-ups, but with armed personel and attack dogs, the
children were herded into the courthouse and forcibly vaccinated.

"We can do this the easy way or the hard way, but it's got to get done," threatened Maryland
State's Attorney, Glenn F. Ivey. But Mr. Ivey apparently has no problem invoking his own right
to informed consent and parental control. In a radio interview on Thursday, he admitted that
he chose to refuse the hepatitis B vaccines for his own children.

Of particular note is that this mandate applies across the board to all schools, public and
private, whether they receive government funding or not.
